Investment Strategy

The objective of the income preservation portfolio  is stability of capital.  The income preservation model target allocation is 20% stock and 80% bond.  Both 
are globally diversified with stocks allocated among large, mid and small size companies and bonds allocated among a mix of goverment and corporate issues.

The level score is provided to help investors better understand potential returns for this portfolio.  Levels range from 1 to 5, with a larger number representing 
greater volitility and greater potential return.  The expected 12 month volitility of this portfolio is the 5 Year Trailing Return  plus the Gain Deviation and 
the 5 Year Trailing Return  minus the Loss Deviation.  This range is meant to be used to compare this portfolio's volatility and return to that of other 
investment portfolios.
